He directed the Chief Collector to take concrete steps to resolve the grievance of Shipping Lines/Agents in this regard. 

 

b)  SRB – PRA issue
 

Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar informed about SRB’s perspective that tax should be charged on the basis of origination of services whereas PRA’s perspective is to charge tax on consumption of services. He added that both tax authorities have agreed to have their legitimate share of tax but there is a dispute about the basis upon which tax is to be charged.

 

Mr.Bilal-ur-Rehman was of the view that Ship’s Agents render services to overseas Principals from the province of Sindh i.e. an entity which is based in the province of Sindh services another entity which is based outside the territorial boundaries of Pakistan. Therefore, how they are liable to pay tax to PRA?
