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A meeting of the Executive Committee was held at 03.00 p.m. on Tuesday, 17.10.2011 at Association’s office, Karachi. 

Mr.Amir Ali Jamal, Secretary General welcomed all participants at the first EC meeting for the term 2011-2012. He requested the participants to recite Surah-e-Fateha for the sad demise of sister of Mr.Tariq Haleem, outgoing Vice Chairman and mother-in-law of Mr.Saqib Ayub Khan of M/s.Maritime Agencies (Pvt) Ltd. 
Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar also informed about the sad demise of mother of Mr.Malik Subah Sadiq, Deputy Director, FIA (Immigration). All present also offered Surah-e-Fateha for the departed souls. 
Matters Arising:

Grant of license by DGTO to APSA
Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed that PSAA has consulted three lawyers on the issuance of licence by DGTO to APSA and all of them have firm opinion that this action by DGTO is totally in contradiction of Trade Organizations Ordinance, 2007/2009. In view of this development PSAA is filing a petition in the High Court of Sindh through Mr.Khawaja Shams-ul-Islam, Advocates High Court and Supreme Court of Pakistan. 
Capt.S.Kamal Ahmed Mahmoodi suggested protesting against grant of license by DGTO to APSA. Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed PSAA, PIFFA and ACAAP had already protested to DGTO prior grant of license by DGTO.

Mr.Asim Saeed Khan, Vice Chairman informed about letter written by APSA to PIFFA regarding co-operation in matters of mutual interest to which PIFFA responded by showing its inability to co-operate with APSA as it recognizes PSAA as true representative of Ship’s Agents with whom PIFFA has a tried and tested and trusted relationship for the last many years.

Pending Issues
Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar informed about following pending issues which require follow-up:
i) Meeting with Director, Exchange Policy Department, SBP to discuss problems/issues faced by members who handle bulk/break-bulk cargoes/vessels in remitting ocean freight.

ii) Follow-up with PIFFA and ACAAP common strategy to deal with default payment issues.
iii) Following up efforts on Carriage of Goods by Sea Act.

iv) Follow-up meeting with Mr.William J.Martin, Consul General, USA to discuss difficulties being faced by Seafarers in obtaining US visa for joining vessels at US ports. 
v) Follow-up with SRB on PSAA’s representation dated 20.08.2011.
1) To confirm minutes of the EC meeting held on 22.09.2011. 

The minutes of the above meeting were approved by all present. 

2) To elect two women on reserved seats on the Executive Committee (if any).

Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed the meeting that as per Trade Organizations Rules, 2007 he invited nominations from all Members regarding two reserved seats for women entrepreneurs on the Executive Committee. There was no response/interest from the Members therefore these seats shall remain vacant for this term 2011-2012.

3) To appoint PSAA nominees on the FPCCI on the Executive Committee and General Body for the term 2012.

Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed the meeting that FPCCI has invited nominations of PSAA representatives on its Executive Committee and General Body for the term 2012. He added that there is one reserved seat on the Executive Committee and two seats on the General Body for which we have to submit names to FPCCI.   
Capt.S.Kamal Ahmed Mahmoodi suggested evaluation of how FPCCI can benefit our members.

Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar informed about recent huge Pakistani trade delegation’s visit to India which was led by Senior Commerce Minister Makhdoom Amin Fahim which include several Government officials and Businessmen but there was nobody from the Shipping community. He suggested PSAA should write to Secretary (Commerce), TDAP and FPCCI to invite PSAA to be part of such delegations in future as trade without Shipping is near to impossible between any two countries. All present agreed to his suggestion.
It was unanimously decided to nominate Mr.Asim Saeed Khan, Vice Chairman on the Executive Committee. 

It was unanimously decided to nominate Mr.Asim Saeed Khan, Vice Chairman and Capt.S.Kamal Ahmed Mahmoodi, Executive Committee Member on the General Body. 
Both nominees consented to such nominations. As a result following resolutions were adopted:

Capt.Mohammad Inam suggested dividing points which are to be raised in the meeting amongst representatives of PSAA so that PSAA’s view point can be presented in a proper manner and representatives should know background of the issues which are to be raised in the meeting so that they get familiar with the issues in question.

All present agreed to his suggestion.

6) To appoint Conveners of the various Sub-Committees.

It was decided PSAA will write to GM (CW), KPT in order to visit KPT to see the civil infrastructure so as to suggest ways and means to improve the same and can identify issues and formulate strategies to resolve them. 
7) Any other business with the permission of the Chair.

a) Mr.Asim Saeed Khan informed there are delays/issues in outward freight remittances from SBP with respect to bulk/break-bulk vessel shipments. Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar suggested that the Sub-Committee on Bulk/Break-Bulk should takeup this issue.     
b) Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed regarding penalty of rupees 10 lacs imposed on PSAA by CCP and other legal charges and travelling expenses amounting to 7 lacs as PSAA had decided to challenge the same in the Honorable High Court of Sindh. He added that a committee of 3 EC members was formed in order to raise funds amounting to 17 lacs but no progress was made in this regard.

It was decided that EC members will approach potential members of PSAA in order to raise requisite funds.
c) Mr.Amir Ali Jamal submitted membership applications of M/s.Faiz Cargo (Pvt.) Ltd, M/s.Nashrah Shipping & Logistics (Pvt.) Ltd. and M/s.Aaras Shipping Agencies (Pvt.) Ltd. However, due to no experience of vessel handling, the applications were declined.
