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A meeting of the Executive Committee was held on Wednesday, 24.08.2011 at 02.00 p.m. at Association’s office, Karachi. 

1) To confirm minutes of the EC meeting held on 01.07.2011. 

The minutes of the above meeting were approved by all present. 
Matters Arising:
a) Penalty on vessels violating port parameters. 

Mr.Amir Ali Jamal was asked to inform PQA about EC decision taken on 01.07.2011 to reiterate PSAA’s earlier stance regarding strict enforcement of port parameters with the caveat that these parameters be fixed realistically since PQA has invested huge amounts in maintaining its channel, therefore, realistic enhancement of parameters should not be a problem for PQA.  

b) CCP order.
Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed that as decided in the previous meeting PSAA has filed a petition through its legal consultant M/s.M.Naim-ur-Rahman Associates in the Sindh High Court (SHC) against CCP decision imposing penalty of Rs.1 million. Subsequently SHC has directed PSAA to deposit the amount of penalty with the SHC which was done with the kind co-operation of Mr.Tariq Haleem who has bridge financed the amount. PSAA is grateful to him for his timely help and co-operation. All present appreciated the gesture of Mr.Tariq Haleem.     
2) To discuss revision of Annual Subscription Fees.     
Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed that in the last EC meeting held on 01.07.011 it was decided to increase the annual subscription due to weak financial position which is currently Rs.12,000 per annum. In continuation of this process following resolution has to be adopted by the EC followed by approval of the General Body, DGTO and SECP to make amendments in Annual Subscription Clause 11 of the Articles of Association:

After detailed discussion all present unanimously approved the above mentioned resolution. 

3) To discuss grant of License to APSA by DGTO.

The meeting was informed that All Pakistan Shipping Association (APSA) had been attempting to obtain a licence under dubious pretexts by claiming to represent different categories of “Shipping” whereas PSAA represented all categories of Shipping sector.  The DGTO on 09.08.2011 has issued licence to APSA in the following categories: Shipping Lines, Terminal Operators, Stevedores, Off Dock Terminals and ICDS (Dry Ports). The use of “Shipping Lines” would entail only one such member as  no Shipping Lines exist in Pakistan except PNSC. All foreign shipping lines are represented in Pakistan through Ship’s Agents and are registered in Pakistan as a local entity and Customs (Preventive Collectorate) has licenced them to work as a Ship’s Agent.     

It was unanimously decided to challenge with full force the granting of licence to APSA by DGTO. 
4) To discuss membership application.  

The meeting did not approve the application of M/s.Paramount Shipping Agency due to not having any experience in handling of vessels as Ship’s Agents.     

5) Any other business with the permission of the Chair.
Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar informed that as discussed earlier PSAA, PIFFA and ACAAP are considering to establish an entity for processing delinquent and defaulted payments cases of members. In this regard, PSAA had requested Mr.Abdur Rahman to advise on risk of liability on the part of the Association. Mr.Abdur Rahman informed that he will also check and make sure it does not violate the Competition Act, 2010.  
Subsequently our legal consultant had sent a letter to the CCP inquiring as to whether creating an information database would violate the provisions of the Competition Act, 2010 who in turn stated a fee of Rs.100,000 will be charged by CCP for providing an opinion. It was decided to send this response to PIFFA and ACAAP to obtain their point of view.    
There being no other business, the meeting terminated at 05:00 hours with a vote of thanks to the Chair.
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
