MINUTES OF THE PSAA EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE
MEETING HELD ON 30.12.2013 AT 3.30 P.M.
AT ASSOCIATION’S OFFICE, KARACHI
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Executive Committee Member
A meeting of the Executive Committee was held at 3.30 p.m. on Monday, 31.12.2013 at Association’s office, Karachi. 

1) To confirm minutes of the EC meeting held on 03.10.2013. 
 

The minutes of the above meeting were approved by all present. 

 

Matters arising:

a) Director General (Ports & Shipping)
Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar informed post of DG (Ports & Shipping) was vacant therefore meeting could not be held however now a new DG Ports & Shipping has been named (Mr.Mohsin Haqqani) and we should meet him.  

b) FPCCI
Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar inquired about meetings at FPCCI. Mr.Asim Saeed replied no meeting has been convened as yet. Mr.Tariq Haleem informed that term of existing EC is not yet completed; once that is over, the meeting of the new EC would be convened. 
c) Closure of Shirin Jinnah Colony Road
Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar inquired about off and on closure of entrance gate leading to Shirin Jinnah Colony through Oil Terminals at the left side of Khamis Gate, Keamari causing great hardship to use this as an alternative road especially in case of traffic jam at Jinnah bridge due to frequent processions and strikes, trouble in Lyari and strikes by Transporters. He asked Mr.Amir Ali Jamal to write Chairman, KPT to discuss the issue with Rangers and Police and ensure opening of this public throughfare. 
2) To review Members’ Directory, 2014.
Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed collection of data from members and other Government entities is in progress. He added that PSAA has received 02 quotations namely from M/s.Sohail Printers of Rs.410/- and M/s.Al-Asr Publishers of Rs.333/- per copy for 300 copies of same paper, quality like 2013 edition. He recommended that M/s.Al-Asr Publishers should be awarded this work due to his lowest quotation and experience of publication of 2013 edition.

He added that so far an amount of Rs.0.5 million has been generated from advertisements. Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar suggested to also approach FAP, SAPTL, LCT, UPS, Byco, Banks and leading Freight Forwarders, etc. He suggested PSAA should target a profit of at least 1.0 million Rupees.  

3) To discuss letter from (some of the) Container Carriers.

Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar informed about email dated 22.11.2013 received from (some of the) Container Carriers by PSAA.
Capt.M.Nouman Alvi suggested let APSA join hands with PSAA.

Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar suggested holding of meeting with the Container Carriers in which PSAA should inform them we are open for discussion whereafter the Container Containers can approach APSA in convincing them to join hands with PSAA.
Mr.Ovais-ur-Rehman suggested to form a container Sub-Committee and to include one of its members in our Executive Committee in order to satisfy Container Carriers and give sense of participation in PSAA’s decision making process. 
4) Any other business with the permission of the Chair. 

 

a) Berthing Committee (BC)
Capt.M.Nouman Alvi
informed that DC, ATM (P), PNSC, NLC, etc. are members of the BC and suggested induction of PSAA’s representative on the BC by replacing the PNSC's representative as PNSC's cargo vessels do not call KPT except tanker vessels. Also, PNSC’s representative does not attend meetings which implies that PNSC’s representation on BC is not required. This will help PSAA in resolving operational issues upto some extent.  
Capt.M.Nouman Alvi suggested we can make a schedule on rotation basis to represent PSAA or can ask our members to nominate anyone. 
Mr.Amir Ali Jamal said we have to identify honest and neutral members who can represent PSAA on BC.

Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar suggested raising this issue with KPT in next follow-up meeting.

All present agreed that we should request representation of PSAA on BC.
Capt.M.Nouman Alvi also suggested asking for dredging charts in next meeting with KPT.  

b) WeBOC

Capt.Nouman Alvi mentioned about several difficulties in implementation of WeBOC system and  informed about receiving letter dated 27.12.2013 from MCC PMBQ inviting Shipping Agents to attend a training session pertaining to implementation of WeBOC for Liquid Bulk Cargo on 30.12.2013 at DGTR, Karachi. 
c) Karachi Customs Agents Association (KCAA)
Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed KCAA vide its letter dated 03.12.2013 requested for a meeting with PSAA. Subsequently, PSAA vide its letter dated 06.12.2013 had asked KCAA to provide meeting   agenda.  
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d) Rice Exporters Association of Pakistan (REAP)
Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar informed PSAA has received an email dated 18.12.2013 from Mr.Chela Ram K.K., Acting Chairman, REAP regarding grievances of its members regarding sudden increase in Freight rates and applying higher exchange rates by Shipping Lines/Agents and requested for a meeting. 
Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar added PSAA has replied on 18.12.2013 followed by reminder on 26.12.2013 requesting REAP to provide examples and evidences of the allegations before meeting however response from REAP is still awaited.   

Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar asked Mr.Asim Saeed to call or meet Mr.Chela Ram K.K. in order to find out the actual issue.

e) Membership application

Mr.Amir Ali Jamal informed about earlier approval of M/s.M.S.Shipping Agencies (Pvt) Ltd. membership application by circulation by the EC and requested the participants to ratify the same. All present ratified the application. 
f) Trading Corporation of Pakistan Limited (TCP)  

Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar informed that PSAA wrote a letter on 13.11.2013 to the new Chairman TCP Mr.Rizwan Ahmed informing him about TCP panel of Shipping Agents which currently leads to oligopolistic and unfair pricing whereas Shipowners should be free to appoint their own Shipping Agent. The Chairman, TCP invited Office Bearers of PSAA on 19.11.2013 to discuss the issue. Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar added that he alongwith Mr.Amir Ali Jamal attended the meeting and presented PSAA point of view. Thereafter, another meeting in presence of existing Shipping Agents on TCP panel was held to learn their point of view. PSAA vide its letter dated 02.12.2013 submitted some points on the criteria appearing on TCP website with respect to Pre-qualification/Enlistment as Shipping Agents. 

g) Fast Cargo Ferry Services to UAE
Mr.Mohammed A.Rajpar informed that MOPS has invited PSAA and some other stakeholders for a brainstorming session on 06.01.2014 to be chaired by Federal Minister for Ports and Shipping to discuss Fast Cargo Ferry Services to UAE. All EC Members (if interested) are invited to attend. 
There being no other business, the meeting terminated at 17:00 hours with a vote of thanks to the Chair.
